Who are our readers?

Prediction is aimed at women of all ages who are interested in mystical but practical solutions to love, family, money and career issues. They are fascinated by life's mysteries and the supernatural, and are looking for upbeat ways to predict their future, understand themselves more and make their lives happier through positive change.

What do they like to read about? 

Astrology: compatibility, relationships, family, love, money, career, (all astrology articles must be easily understood by anyone so please, no birth charts or information that goes beyond sun signs). 

Divination: runes, fortune-telling, tarot, face reading, tealeaf reading, palmistry, etc, practical ways to understand their relationships, life and own character.

Psychic phenomena: ESP, developing psychic skills, trusting instincts, using psychic skills to find love, for insight into character etc.

Self help & personality quizzes: instant insight into character, e.g., 'what kind of tree are you?' Ways to improve how you deal with life's problems or to bring opportunities for happiness.
Spirituality: meditation, happiness, peace.
Dreams: self-development, interpretation.
Ghosts/spirits: contacting them, clearing negative energies etc. 
Angels: guardian angels, how to talk to angels, which angels to ask for certain things, their symbolism etc.

Crystals: for love, happy home, which are best for which purpose, birthstones, practical uses.
Pets: they're especially mad about cats!

Real life stories: paranormal, spiritual, karmic tales.
As the list of topics covered is extensive, we would recommend that you have a look at a couple of recent issues before submitting speculative articles.

Our angle

Our readers care most about: relationships, money, career, being happy - and what's going to happen in their future, but mostly they like to read about themselves! So we like to cover the topics in the list above in a way that reflects their needs.

Tone & style

Articles should be aimed at benefiting women and be optimistic, light, practical or problem solving. We want to give our readers reasons to be happy and the tone can be humorous where it suits. Please write in the second person If possible; the 'you' point of view, as we like to talk to them directly.

Poetry, serialised material, short stories

We don't accept serialised material, short stories or poetry. We normally have dedicated contributors for regular articles such as horoscopes, tarot, numerology and dreams and would advise prospective contributors not to approach us for these features. 
We usually work four months in advance
Please take this into consideration when working on seasonal articles: Easter, Halloween, Christmas etc. Obviously this also makes it difficult to cover news stories.

How to send an article
Features should ideally be emailed or sent on CD in mac-compatible word format. 800 aprox words in length for a one-pager and 1600 words for a two-pager and so on. Please enclose your full name and address and contact telephone number. 

Where to send it

• Please do not send your only or original copy of any articles or photographs as we are not responsible for the safe return of unsolicited manuscripts or photography.

What happens next?
• If your submission is not accepted, this does not imply that your work is below standard. A large proportion of submissions are returned largely for reasons of being overstocked with articles or simply because we have already accepted or recently published a similar article. Unfortunately, the editor regrets she cannot enter into correspondence over rejection of material. 

• The editor has a right to reject any work she finds unsuitable and is not obliged to give a reason for so doing. Please note she may take up to 48 days to decide. If you have still not received a response from us after this time, please assume rejection. We have times in our cycle when we are simply swamped and so, while we endeavour to answer every correspondence received, a response is not always possible.

Payment

• Please note that there is no fixed payment rate for articles submitted and a non-negotiable offer is made on the basis of many factors including existing budget, market value of article and research undertaken. Payment will be made on publication but please be aware that it can take up to four weeks because of our accounting procedure.  

Any article accepted for publication must not have been previously published in the British Isles and is subject to a rights agreement.
